Public Utilities Easement Acquisition Policy

Hanover County has established an easement acquisition policy for the acquisition of easements for various
needs of the County including drainage, utility and other easements needed to construct, install, maintain
and/or operate public facilities. Following the initiation of the project, which includes such information as
property owner information, acquisition costs, environmental concerns, and any other recommendations, a
right-of-entry must be obtained in order to start survey and design of the project on the affected properties.
Public Utilities must review all plats and construction plans associated with the project. Once reviewed, a copy
of all plats and plans are forwarded to the County’s contract appraiser to estimate a cost for the appraiser’s
service and to produce appraisal reports. Upon completion of the appraisal reports, a utility agent will be
responsible for any necessary deed preparation. 

Following the necessary deed preparation, the utility agent will attempt to acquire the easement through the
negotiation process. Special acquisition procedures may be involved when dealing with organizations such as
school boards, churches and non-profit groups, State owned property, railroad crossings, and estates. If an
agreement cannot be reached for a particular easement, the Utility Agent may have to initiate condemnation
proceedings. Conversely, if the County’s offer is accepted the owner will execute the deed. If the appraised
value is more than $5,000 and a deed of trust exists, the noteholder must also execute the deed. Once the deed
has been executed and recorded the agent will provide the County Administrator’s Office with the original
deed for filing.

ASHCAKE ROAD WATERLINE IMPROVEMENTS

Phase 1 provides a 20” diameter waterline from the Garnett Road Water Storage Tank on
Sliding Hill Road to connect to an existing 12” waterline on Ashcake Road near Brown
Grove Church. This waterline allows the Garnett Road Tank to supply water to the
Lewistown Road interchange and Route 1 corridor areas to meet the demand of anticipated
development. Phase 2 provides a 20” diameter waterline from Heath Pond Drive to Hill
Carter Parkway to connect to existing 12” waterlines at Hill Carter Parkway. This
waterline allows for transmission of water between the Garnett Road Water Storage Tank
and the Town of Ashland

ASHLAND WATERLINE IMPROVEMENTS

Town of Ashland

Replace old undersized and leaking waterlines on various streets within the Town of Ashland
to improve flow for fire suppression and water pressure. The Maintenance staff has identified
several areas of the Town system that require replacement or improvements. Possible projects
include:
1. Replace approx. 875' of 2" waterline & reconnect services on west side of Route 1 south of
Myrtle Street.
2. Replace approx. 975' of 2" waterline & reconnect services on Chapman St. at the end of
the service area.
3. Replace approx. 1200' of 4" waterline & reconnect services on Lee Ave. from Beverly Rd.
to Hanover Ave.
4. Replace approx. 240' of 2" waterline & reconnect services on Lee Ave. at Beverly Rd.
5. Replace approx. 1515'of 4" waterline & reconnect services on Snead St. from Thompson
St to Hanover Ave

CHAMBERLAYNE ROAD WATERLINE IMPROVEMENTS

Chamberlayne Road (U.S. Route 301) from Shady Grove Road to New Ashcake Road

Phase 1 provides 3500’ of 24” waterline along Chamberlayne Road between Shady Grove
Road and Crown Colony Parkway. Phase 2 provides 3600’ of 24” waterline along
Chamberlayne Road between Crown Colony Parkway and New Ashcake Road. The
waterlines will provide additional water transmission capacity along Chamberlayne Road to
transfer water from the Lockwood Pump Station to New Ashcake Road. This will allow the
transmission of water to the Garnett Road Water Storage Tank and Pump Station while
maintaining pressure for domestic service and fire suppression use in the Chamberlayne
Road and New Ashcake Road areas

DOSWELL 1.0 MGD WATER STORAGE TANK REHABILITATION
