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In Accordance With Hanover County Code,
hapter 9, “Public Safety”, Article lll, Division 1:

Areas in Hanover County where open burning
is restricted: urban service area and other areas
zoned R-1, R-2, R-3, R-4, R-5, R-6 and RS.

(Ashland Code of Ordinances, Section 7-2).
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
